1. Introduction 

The Ele.C.Tra project was one of the co-organisers of ENVE 

- National Meeting of Electric Vehicles, in Portugal, which 

took place on 13 and 14th June 2015, in Lisbon.  The event 

promoted the electric mobility through several activities, 

including the second meeting of the National Supporting 

Group (NSG) of the Ele.C.Tra project, promotional booths 

of manufacturers and distributors of electric vehicles (EV), 

test drives and a parade of electric vehicles.   

 

 

 

 

 

The event gathered 199 electric vehicles, the largest concentration of EV ever reached 

in the Iberian Peninsula. The parade of electric vehicles took place along 7 km, started 

by police e-vehicles and including all types of electric vehicles: e-automobiles, e-

motorcycles, e-bicycles and even e-monocycles. 
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2. Second Meeting of the National Supporting Group  

The second meeting of the Ele.C.Tra National Supporting Group took place on 13th June, 

in the scope of the ENVE. The NSG meeting was attended by 63 participants, including 

project stakeholders and general public. The meeting was structured on the basis of 

four presentations, followed by a period of discussion for cross-fertilisation of ideas 

among all participants: 

V The Ele.C.Tra project (objectives and developments), including an overview of 

the Motit experience, the e-scooter sharing system under implementation in 

Barcelona;  

V Support actions to electric mobility developed by the municipal company 

(EMEL), responsible for the management of the parking system, in Lisbon; 

V Dorothy and Ele.C.Tra ς synergies and collaboration between two EU projects 

targeting electric mobility; 

V Benefits and challenges for two-wheeled vehicles in urban areas ς the vision of 

U-Scoot, an association of scooters users; 

V Discussion of electric mobility issues, including sharing of experiences by users 

of e-vehicles.  
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The meeting was very fruitful and allowed the diffusion of the Ele.C.Tra objectives and 

activities to the general public, as well as the discussion of the challenges and 

opportunities in relation to the mainstreaming of electric mobility and the role of the 

Light Electric Vehicles in this scope.  
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
